On Christmas day 1604, the astronomer Johannes Kepler was so
intrigued by a bright alignment of planets that he calculated a rare
conjunction of planets in 6 BC, which is still the main theory of the Star of
Bethlehem. Many want that star to be a brilliant diamond in the night sky.
Yet only the Magi saw anything different. Whatever the star of Bethlehem
was, it was something that only a few astronomers noticed.

Today’s feast, the Epiphany, means manifestation. God manifests himself
in many ways. The Magi were astronomers, and God manifested Himself to
them by their study of astronomy. It was their profession, their daily work,
that led them to God.

It is evident that God comes to us in church and at prayer. The Magi
remind us that He comes to us also in the daily work of our profession. He
comes in the tools and talents of the craftsman, the pots and pans of the
cook, the paper and pencil of the student. The Magi were astronomers and
God called them to himself through their calculations of the stars.

Most astronomers did not respond. Only three came. The rest saw stars,
and nothing else. Their work did not lead them to God. Perhaps away from
Him. That can be true of us, if the tools of our trade and the wages of our
work do not enrich our faith, but erode it. In the competition and the
confusion of our work we can lose our way. As did the Wise Men. They
followed the star not to the Christ Child, but to a dead end. When they were
lost their only hope was to go to the Holy City of Jerusalem to learn where
the Messiah was to be born, not from experts in astronomy, but from the
Word of God in Scripture. The star set them on their journey. But astronomy
of itself was not sufficient. Reason led them, but the Word of God showed
them the final decisive step.

God draws us to himself through the marvels of nature and the mastery
of our work. These set us on our way. But the ultimate answers of life are
hidden in the mysteries of our faith. When we get lost in the maze of
modern life we need to visit the Holy City, the local church, and there to
inquire, “Where is the newborn King? We have seen his star and we have
come to pay him homage.” The wise still follow his star.

It may be January, but Christmas isn’t over just yet!

In the first part of the month, we continue to rejoice and celebrate Christ’s
coming at Bethlehem and in our hearts. We have the wonderful feasts of Mary,
Mother of God, (January 1) where we honor Mary’s highest title, and then we
follow the Magi to the crib as they bring their gifts of gold, frankincense, and
myrrh on the Epiphany (January 7). In Germany, after a service at the churches,
the children go from house to house to gather offerings for poor children in poor
countries. They are dressed as the three kings and carry sticks with stars on the
top. At the homes they sing songs and recite messages of Christmas. At each
house they paint “20+C+M+B+18"” which are for the Latin Christus Mansionem
Benedicat (Christ bless this house). At the same time the letters are the first
letters of the names of the wise men: Caspar, Melchior, and Balthasar. The “20”
and “18” being the year they bless the house. What a great family tradition to
begin in your home this year.

Finally, we reach the culmination of this season with the Baptism of Our Lord
(January 8) by St. John the Baptist. With a touch of sadness we then take down
our decorations and enter into the liturgical period known as Ordinary Time. The
liturgical color changes to green, a symbol of the hope of reaping the eternal
harvest of Heaven and where we will devote ourselves to the mystery of Christ, in
its entirety.
