Roles include: greeting and handing out
missalettes prior to Mass, bringing forward the gifts before Communion, collecting money
during the offertory, singing in the Jubilee Choir, and altar serving. Each class will also get to
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compose the “Prayers of the Faithful” with their specific prayer intentions, which will be read
